There may well be present generation Spence named or spouse names of Spence 

females alive today, but, so far, the last named above John Spence in 45 South Clerk 

Street, Edinburgh in 1935 is the last trace of this particular Spence offshoot of the Kerrs 

of Kirknewton, 1832-1855.
