            A.  Chairman:

1. The program for the reception and dinner on July 24th at the 2009 Homecoming event in Edinburgh and sponsored by the Trust has been sent to the officers and should be attached to the minutes of this meeting.  There will be no charges made to the Trust for this event which is self-funding.
