MY LORD,

HE documents comprifed in the prefent volume relate to the expedition
of King Edward I. againft Scotland in the year 1298, and to the

battle of Falkirk, which was the principal event in that expedition.
As a neceflary introduction to thefe documents I defire to ftate, as clearly ana
concifely as I can, the facts with which they ftand connected.

At the commencement of the year Edward was in the Netherlands, whither
he had gone in the preceding Auguft for the purpose of affifting his ally, Guy
Colnt of Flanders, in a war which he was then waging againft PhilipIV., King of
France. Through the mediation of Pope Boniface VIII., not as Pontiff, but as
a private perfon, a truce was concluded between I‘rance and England in November,
1297."  The relations of England and Scotland at this period were hoftile.
The King, John de Balliol, was Edward’s prifoner, his capital was in poffeflion of
the Englith, and Wallace, who had recently appeared as his country’s champion,
had during Edward’s abfence fignally defeated John de Warren, Farl of Surrey,
and the Englith army, in the neighbourhood of Stirling.? With what remained
of that army the Earl seems to have taken up his quarters at Berwick-upon-
Tweed, and there to have continued for fome months.® Berwick (the town,
but not the caftle) was taken by the Scots fhortly afterwards, and moft of the
north of England was ravaged by Wallace and his forces. The power of England
beyond the Tweed was at this time reprefented by Brian FitzAlan, Baron of

cuftody of Scotland,! that of Galloway being, a few days afterwards, entrufted to
John de Hodlefton? The Englifh governor of Edinburgh was Walter de
Huntercumbe.

Tidings of the Scottifh victories and incurfions having reached King Ed-
ward, he refolved to take the field in perfon againft thofe whom he regarded not
only as his enemies, but as rebels againft his authority. :

As early as the 7th of December feveral writs were iffued in the King’s
name, but in his abfence tefted at Weffminfter by his fon, dire&ing a large
number of foot foldiers (3,900 in all) to be chofen in various diftrié¢ts of Wales,
and in the counties of Salop and Stafford, and to be conducted to Durham or
Newcaftle-upon-Tyne by the quinzaine of St. Hilary (7.e. the 27th of January),
at the lateft, together with 4,000 other footmen who had previoufly been ordered
to be raifed in Chefhire. There had been a fimilar dire&tion as to 3,000 foot
raifed in Lancafhire, as appears by a mandate for their payment dated the 12th
of December. It appears, moreover, that infantry were raifed in Yorkihire,
Northumberland, Weftmoreland, and Cumberland. There was alfo a writ,
witnefled by the Treafurer, on the 1gth of December, for the payment of 500
horfemen, and eventually of 200 more.

On the 8th of January, writs, (tefted by Edward, the King’s fon, at Langley),
were iffued to fixty-eight military tenants of the Crown, ftating the King’s
ntention fhortly to return to England, and thence to proceed forthwith to Scotland
for the deliverance of his adherents there and the putting down of his opponents,
and requiring the persons addrefled to be ready with horfes and arms to accom-
pany him on the expedition.

On the 22nd of the fame month a writ dated at Weftminfter (the King
being ftill abroad) was addrefled to the Earl of Surrey as captain of the intended
expedition. It directed him to proceed at once to the feat of war, without waiting
for the reinforcements which were even then expeéted to arrive from Wales, .

Edward landed at Sandwich on the 14th of March, and made immediate
preparations for his intended expedition.?

Towards the end of the fame month Sir William Wallace, Regent of Scot-

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land, held his head-quarters at the Hofpital of Torphichen, the feat of the Lord
Prior of Scotland, Sir Alexander de Welles, who had previoufly fworn fealty to
Edward, and who fhortly afterwards fell, on the Englifh fide, at Falkirk. On
the 2gth of March the Regent, by a charter dated at Torphichen, granted to
Alexander Scrimgeour, King John’s ftandard-bearer, certain lands at Dundee, as
a reward for his public fervices.!

On the 3oth of March a fecond fet of writs, tefted at Weftminfter, were
iffued to the perfons who were addrefled on the 8th of January? They were
now dire@ted to be at York by the feaft of Pentecoft. Writs to the like effett
were at the fame time fent to Alan de Goldingham, and fixty-eight other military
tenants, whofe names were not comprifed in the former writs, and also to William
de Beauchamp, Earl of Warwick, and one hundred and fifty-three knights not
previoufly fummoned, commanding them to take part in the expedition. As the
names of these perfonagcs are a neceffary part of the hiftory of the campaign,
they are given in the prefent volume.

On the 8th of April feveral writs, dated at Weftminfter, ordered a large
number of foot soldiers to be chofen in various diftricts of Wales, and to be con-
duéed to Fdward at Carlifle, duly armed, by the Tuesday after the feaft of St.
Barnabas. The total number of thefe forces, including 1,000 men from the
coupty of Chefter, was to be 10,800. The perfons to whom thefe writs were
refpetively addrefled, the numbers of the forces to be raifed, and the diftricts
within which the recruiting was to be effected, are ftated in the Lift of Docu-
ments prefixed to the collection.

The conftitution of an army, whether in Scotland or in England, during the
middle ages, does not feem to have received that attention which its importance
as an element in the hiftory of each country calls for.® As regards the former
country there is greater obfcurity than as regards the latter. In England the

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feudal fyftem fecured to the Sovereign the fervices of a numerous body of knights,
who were, by the tenure of their lands, bound to perform active fervice for forty
days in every year:! and although feudalifm was somewhat differently developed
in Scotland, knight-fervice was a recognized inftitution in that realm from an early
period. In both countries the ways of military fervice were in many refpects con-
tinually changing. In England, towards the clofe of the XIIIth century, the
obligation, already referred to, of perfonal fervice for forty days in a year was, it
appears, frequently merged in a ftipulation to ferve under the Crown for a term
of years with a certain number of followers for a ftated payment; fuch agreement
being witneffed by a formal indenture under feal.” In the campaign of 1298 the
hoft of cavalry, led in its feveral companies by bannerets, was divided (as was
ufual at this period) into four battalions, the third of which was commanded by
the King himfelf. Befides bannerets the hoft included fimple knights (at a later
period termed knights-bachelors), and valets, who appear to have been in rank
equal to efquires.” Some of thefe feveral clafles were of the Royal Houfehold,
others not. It was the practice to appraife the horfes of knights and others at the
time when they joined the army, and to pay for fuch of them as were killed or
loft in the King’s fervice.* There were alfo common foldiers, both cavalry and
mfantry, who feem to have been for the moft part ftipendiaries. Amongft officers
we read of centenarii, or captains of hundreds, and, amongft the archers at leaft,
of others called vintenarii, each of whom feems to have been the firft of twenty.
Thefe arrangements were all entirely independent of the poffe comitatus, the
members of which were only liable to ferve in the event of domeftic commotion
or foreign invafion, and were not called upon to leave the kingdom.

As regards the payment of troops, and other expenfes mentioned in this
volume, it fhould be obferved that the difference between the value of money in
1300 and 1700, according to the reckoning of Bp. Fleetwood,” was as 1 to 135.
The depreciation of money fince the latter date has been fuch that in order to
bring the various {ums mentioned to their prefent value they fhould be multiplied
at leaft by 20.

On the 1oth of April a writ, tefted at Weftminfter, was iffued to John Earl

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of Surrey, captain of the King’s hoft in Scotland.* It recites that at the coming
feaft of Pentecoft the King propofed to be at York, where he defired to have a
fpecial conference with the Earl and others” upon certain affairs touching himfelf
and the kingdom, and that therefore he had commanded the feveral Earls
then with the Earl of Surrey® to be at York on the vigil of the faid feaft,
as fecretly as might be, to confer with the King upon the faid affairs; in the
meantime leaving their men-at-arms in Berwick (which had been recently
recovered by the Englifh) for the fafe keeping of that place. The writ further
commanded the Earl to bring with him fuch of the Barons abiding there in his
obedience as he fhould think proper, and to come te the King, at the time and
place appointed, in the moft fecret manner. Similar writs, but not identical in
terms, were at the fame time iffued to Roger Bygod, Earl of Norfolk and Marfhal
of England, Ralph de Monthermer, then ftyled Earl of Gloucefter and Hertford,
Humphrey de Bohun, Earl of Hereford and Effex, Gilbert de Umfravill, Farl
of Angus, and Richard FitzAlan, Farl of Arundel.* The Scotch Lords were alfo
fummoned, with an intimation that if they did not appear they would be confidered
enemies. No writs addreflfed to the Spiritualty are on record; but the fheriffs
were directed to return a large number of knights, citizens and burgefles, and did
fo accordingly. As only fix of the Peers were fummoned, and of the Spiritual
Lords not one, this affembly, though ftyled in the Rolls a Parliament,” was
evidently not the Great Council of the nation.

On the 15th of April writs, dated at Fulham, were ifflued (1) to the
theriff, etc. of Lancafter; (2) to the fheriff, etc. of York; (3) to Peter de
Molington, as to the county of Lincoin; (4) to the fheriff, etc. of Lincoln; (§)to
the fheriffs, etc. of Cornwall, Devon, Gloucefter, Somerfet, and Dorfet; and (6)
to the chief officers of Ireland, (John Wagan,® Juftice, Mafter Thomas Cantoke,’
Chancellor, William de Eftdene,’ Treafurer, and the Barons of the Exchequer at
Dublin) ; regarding the purchafe of wheat, oats, fleth, fith, and other victuals and
neceffaries for the royal army. Some of thefe provifions were ordered to be

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forwarded without delay to Carlifle, and fome to Berwick. Of Irifh fupplies,
amongft which wines are mentioned, as many as poflible were directed to be fent
to Carlifle about the feaft of St. John the Baptift, and all the reft about the feaft
of St. Peter ad Vincula.! .

Edward commenced his journey northward in the month of April. On the
20th and 21ft he was at Harrow, and on the 23rd at St. Alban’s, where he
remained at leaft a week, in accordance with his ufual practice in all his expedi-
tions of vifiting the fhrines of Saints, and other places of devotion.? On the
6th and 7th of May he was at Ely, and on the gth and 10th at Bury-St.-
Edmund’s. Halting at Thetford, whence he iffued certain writs referring to
the Welthmen,® he proceeded to Walfingham, Lincoln, and York, which he muft
have reached on the 24th of May, the vigil of the feaft of Pentecoft. On that
high feftival the Parliament was held, but there is not extant any roll of its
proceedings.® It is ftated by hiftorians that the Earls of Hereford and Norfolk
afked for a new confirmation of the charters (the Great Charter and the Charter
of the Foreft, obtained from Henry IIl.), which the Earls of Surrey, Warwick,
and Gloucefter engaged the King thould grant. The Scottith Lords who were
fummoned neither appeared nor excufed themfelves. The Exchequer and the
Bench were tranfferred to York on this occafion, and to the frequent removal of
the former much of the lofs and confufion in its records is attributed.’

On the 28th of May writs were directed from York to nineteen fheriffs,
having authority in twenty-five of the counties of England, requiring them to
make proclamation that the perfons within their {everal bailiwicks, who had been
previoufly fummoned to be at York on the feaft of Pentecoft, fhould appear with
horfes and arms at Roxburgh, on the vigil of St. John the Baptift. A writ of

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the fame date was fent to John de Ferlington, requiring his attendance in like
manner at Roxburgh on the morrow of the fame feftival.

The King_ on the fame day iffued a writ to Ralph de Muntjoie and William
of York dire&ting them to fele&t 1,000 foot-men in Lancafhire, and to condué
them to Roxburgh by Wednefday, the morrow of St. John the Baptift.

Of the fame date (28th May) is the appointment of Patrick Earl of Dunbar
to be captain of the garrifon of Berwick.!

The King quitted York on May the 3oth. On the 16th of the following
month he was at Durham, and the next day at Kepier, a place adjacent. Before
the clofe of June he was at Alnwick. For the fucceeding months it may be
convenient to ftate his daily movements, fo far as they appear to be recorded,
referving the authorities, and fome further particulars, for the Itinerary of King
Edward, now in preparation.

It is affirmed by fome Scottifh hiftorians,” that a body of Englifh, under the
command of Aymer de Valence,’ landed before this time in the north of Fife. It
is added that Wallace attacked and routed them in the foreft of Black Ironfide on
the 12th of June, and that, of the Scots, Sir Duncan Balfour, fheriff of Fife, was
flain.
unlikely to have occurred.

On~the 1ft and 2nd of July Edward was at Chillingham, in Northumberland;
and on the 3rd, sth, and 6th, at Roxburgh. Here he found himfelf at the head
of a powerful army, which is ftated to have confifted of 8,000 horfe and 80,000
foot, chiefly Irifh and Welfh. From Roxburgh he marched towards the Forth.
On the 7th he was at Redpath; on the gth at Iala and Lauder; on the
1oth at Lauder and Dalhoufie, and on the 11th at Braid, about three miles fouth-
weft of Edinburgh.

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relieved by the opportune arrival of fome fhips in the Frith, he halted at Temple-
Lifton® and refrefhed his troops. He was at this place on or before the 15th,?
and until the 20th.> Here he received intelligence that Wallace and the Scots
lay concealed in the foreft of Selkirk. The Englifh paffed the night of the 21ft
on the moor of Linlithgow, and on the following morning difcovered their
opponents drawn up in battle-array behind a morafs. During the night Edward’s
charger trampled upon him and broke two of his ribs: yet at dawn he led his
troops to battle and to victory. The vanguard of the Englith army was com-
manded by the Earl of Lincoln, with whom were affociated the Farl of Hereford,
Conftable of England, and the Earl of Norfolk, who was alfo Marfhal. The
fecond battalion was led by Anthony Bek, the warlike Bithop of Durham; the
third by the King himfelf; and the fourth by the Earl of Surrey.

It is not neceffary to defcribe the battle here. Inftead of attempting to do
fo, it will be more confiftent with the character of this volume to colle¢t together
fuch of the feveral accounts which have come down to us as are a&ually or nearly
contemporary. Thefe are appended to the prefent Introducion.* In this place
it is enough to fay that the Scots were defeated with great lofs. Wallace himfelf
efcaped, but his martial career was at an end. Neverthelefs, “he had,” as a
late writer® well remarks, “roufed Scotland into life, and even a defeat like
Falkirk left her unconquered.”  Amongft thofe who fell on the Scottith
fide were Sir John Stewart of Bonkill,® brother to the Steward, Sir John

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Graham,' and one of the MacDuff family of Fife.? Mention is alfo made of
Adam Brown.® The only perfons of note recorded to have been flain on the
Englifh fide were Sir Brian le Jay, Mafter of the Englith and Scottith Templars,
and Sir Alexander de Welles, Prior of Torphichen, the chief Preceptory in Scotland
of the Hofpitalers.

According to feveral hiftorians* Robert Bruce (father of King Robert) took
part in this engagement, fighting, for the laft time, on the Englifh fide; and upon
the whole it feems moft likely that he did fo.® That his brother, Bernard Bruce,
was in Edward’s army 1s not difputed.

Edward is next found at Stirling, where he was on the 26th of July, if not
before. He was laid up, on account of the accident already mentioned, in the
convent of the Black Friars, the caftle having been burned by the retreating Scots.

That the burning of the Barns of Ayr
probably took place on the evening of the 25th has been fhewn in your Lordfhip’s
leture on that fubject. »

There can be no doubt that intelligence of the battle of Falkirk fpeedily
reached London, and that the news was received with exultation. We are told
that “In the year 1298" for victorie obtained by Edward the Firft againft the
Scots, every Company” of London, “according to their feverall trade, made
their feveral fhew, but fpecially the Fifhmongers,® which, in a folemn proceffion,
paffed through the city, having amongft other pageants and fhewes foure
fturgeons guilt, caried on foure horfes; then foure falmons of filver on foure
horfes ; and after them fixe and fortie armed knights riding on horfes, made like
luces® of the fea; and then one reprefenting Saint Magnes, (becaufe it was upon
Saint Magnes day’), with a thoufand horfemen, etc.”  There is fome doubt

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whether this “riding” was in 1298 or in 1304." In either cafe King Edward
was not prefent.’?

On the 2nd of September Edward was at ‘ Trofkuer,” or ¢ Trefkuer,” ®
probably Troqueer, near Dumfries, but in the fhire of Kircudbright, Next day
he was at « Tibres” * and Dalgarno.’ On the 4th and sth he was at Lochmaben,
where he befieged and took the caftle—the ftronghold of Robert Bruce:® and on
the 8th at Carlifle, where he remained for upwards of a fortnight. On the 15th
a Parliament or affembly was held here, at which Edward made grants of land
in Scotland to his lieges.

Edward’s return to England was neceflitated by the impoffibility of finding
provifions for hisarmy. The only advantage which he derived from the campaign
was that it afforded him an opportunity of relieving his garrifons in Lothian.

In O&ober, at leaft from the 2nd to the 17th, Edward was again on Scottifh
foil at «“ Gedeworthe,” now called Jedburgh. On the 18th and 1gth he was at
Wark, in Northumberland, but on the day laft named an inftrument was dated at
“Gedworthe;” from which it feems that he then recroffed the border. On the
2oth he was at Chillingham, after which he circuitoufly proceeded homeward,
ftopping for days together at various places by the way.

The «“Falkirk Roll,” printed in this volume, is one of the moft important
hiftorical documents relating to the battle; and of further intereft as apparently

MSS. at Wreft Park and the Britifh Mufeum.

THi1s important and interefting document is a lift of the Bannerets who were in command
on the Englith fide at the great battle of Falkirk, fought on the feaft-day of St. Mary
Magdalen, 22 July, 1298, with the blazon of their arms.

Two copies of the Roll have been difcovered, fo far differing from each other that it has
been judged expedient to print them both. The differences are in many cafes important,
and they are more diftinétly and conveniently fhewn by the arrangement adopted than they
could be in notes.

The firft copy is contained in a MS. of the XVI%, century preferved in the library at
Wrreft Park, Bedfordthire, recently the feat of the late Right Honourable Anne Florence,
Dowager Countefs Cowper, and, in her own right, Baronefs Lucas, by whofe kind permiffion
it has been ufed for the prefent volume.!

The other copy, taken from the Harleian MS. 6589, in the Britifh Mufeum, was made
by Nicholas Charles, Lancafter Herald, in 1606." The “originall,” defcribed by him as
then “ remayning in the Office of Armes,” has long fince difappeared.?

It is evident that neither of thefe copies is an exact tranfcript of the original. The
order of the names in the two exemplars confiderably varies, and there are other and more
fubftantial differences.  For greater convenience in comparifon, the names in both are
numbered, the figures within parenthefes referring to the fecond lit.

In the enfuing notes the following abbreviations are employed :

“Sal. 1297 » indicates that the perfons to whofe names it is attached were included in
the writ of fummons to an affembly at Salifbury, dated 26 Jan. 25 Edw. L. (See note, infra.)

“Carl. 13007 fignifies that the leaders fo diftinguithed were at the siege of
Carlaverock, in July 1300, and that their arms are defcribed in the well-known poem on
that event, which was edited by Sir N. H. Nicolas in 1828, and again by Mr. Thomas
Wright in 1864. The former edition is particularly valuable for the biographical memoirs
which it contains; the latter for a better text and a more accurate verfion of the poem.

Her Ladythip, who was the heirefs and reprefentative of the illuftrious family of Grey,
Earls, and at length Duke, of Kent, departed this life 23 July, 1880. The Wreft Park MS.

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“L. Pope, 1301, fhows that the perfonages fo marked joined in the celebrated
letter of the Englith Barons to Boniface VIII., dated at Lincoln, 12 Feb. 1300-1.
(See note, infra.)

The principal additional authorities for the arms of the leaders here enumerated are—the
Poem of Carlaverock, the contemporary MS. in the Cottonian colle¢tion marked Caligula A.
xviii., certain Rolls of Arms, (fee note, /nfra,) the feals attached to the Barons’ letter to the
Pope, a feries of fculptured fhields in the abbey-church of Weftminfter,' and ftained glafs
in the chapter-houfe at York,? and the abbey-church of Dorchefter, Oxfordfhire.* Thefe,
and some other authorities of the fame period or thereabouts, are occafionally referred to in
order to clucidate the fometimes obfcure or defective blazon of the Roll.

The dates in the enfuing notes are chiefly taken from Nicolas’s Peerage, as edited by
Courthope ; but in some instances they are corrected.

Anthony Bexk, Bishop of Durham. Cons. g Jan. 1283-4. His banner was at Car-
laverock, 1300. Nominated Patriarch of Jerufalem 1306 or 7. Made King of the Ifle of
Man by Edward IT. Ob. 3 Mar. 1310-11. Gules, a fer de moulin (or crofs moline) ermine.

Patrick de DunBaRr, Earl of Dunbar, otherwise of March. Succ. 1289, aged 47. In
1291 he was one of thofe who claimed the crown of Scotland, but the fame year he fwore
allegiance to Edward. Carl. 1300-— Conte de Laonis,” 7.e. Lennox. Ob. 1309. Guls,
a lion rampant argent, on a border of the lafi, roses (ufually 8) of the field. His fon, Patrick de
Dunbar, bore these arms at Carlaverock, with a label azure. See No. 36.

Gilbert de UmrraviLrLg, Earl of Angus in Scotland, jure matris, and a Baron in
England. Succ. his father 1245. Appointed governor of Angus by K. Edward, c.

Piers de MauLey (or de Malo lacu), Baron of Mulgreve. Succ. 1278, aged 3.

But according to
other Rolls (B, E) P. de Mauley bore Vair, a maunch gules.

Piers CorBET, Baron of Cauz. Succ. 1273. Summ. to Parl. 1295. L. Pope, 1301.
Ob. 1301. Or, 2 ravens in pale sable. (So Rolls D, E,F. The coat Or, 3 ravens
sable belonged to other Corbets.)
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Alexander de Batrrior, of Cavers, younger brother of Guy de Balliol, Montfort’s
ftandard bearer, who fell at Evefham, 1265, and fon of Henry de Balliol. The oft-
repeated ftatement that he was a brother of John K. of Scots is erroneous. (Seea paper
by Mr. J. A. C. Vincent, in The Genealogist, vol. V1. p. 1, Jan. 1882.) He was with K.
Edward in Flanders, 1297, in the retinue of Bp. Beke. Summ. to Parl. 1300-06. Carl.
1300, Living 1309. Sometime Chamberlain of Scotland.  Argent, an orle gules, as in
Rolls E, F; but according to one MS. of Carlaverock, Or, an orle gules. (There was _
another Alexander de Balliol, who bore Gules, an orle argent, Rolls D, E, F. This was
K. John’s elder brother, He died s. p. 1278.)

Ralph BasseT, of Drayton, 2nd Baron by writ. Succ. 1265. Summ. to Parl. 1295.
Ob. 1299. Paly or and gules, a canton ermine. But usually, Or, 3 piles in point gules, etc.

Brian FrrzAvLAN, Baron of Bedale. One of K. Edward’s vice-gerents in Scotland,
1292,etc. Summ. to Parl. 1295-1305. Carl. 1300. L. Pope, 1301. Ob. 1302, s. p. m.
His tomb remains at Bedale. Barry, or and gules: in ftained glafs at York, in the chapter-
house, Barry of 8 ; but sometimes ¢f 6 ; and sometimes Gules, 3 bars or. He fealed, not
with arms, but with a verv {ingular device.

William de Braosk, Baron of Gower.  Succ. 1290.  Summ to Parl. 12g5.  Sal. 1297.
Ob. 1326, s. p. m.  Azure, crusily, a lion rampant queué fourché, or. * Bryane,” in the
Harl. MS., is a mistake for ¢ Breufe.” The MS.,, omitting the arms of this commander,
erroneoufly proceeds with the arms of Roos.

William de Roos, Baron of Hamlake. Succ. 1291, aged 30. A claimant of the
Crown of Scotland. Summ. to Parl 1295-1315. Carl. 1300. L. Pope, 1301. Ob.
1316 or 17.  Gules, 3 water-bougets argent. The Harl. MS. erroneously reads “iiij.”

William Sampson, a Baron. Summ. to Parl. 1299-1306. Sable, a fer de moulin or.
According to Roll E, “Will. Samfun» bore Argent, a fefs, and in chief 2 mullets of 6
points sable.  “Daf’* is inserted in the Harl. MS. by mistake.

Walter de HunTERCOMBE, a Baron. Succ. 55 Hen. III. Summ to Parl. 129s.
Carl. 1300. L. Pope, 1301: Ob. 1312. 5. p. Ermine, 2 bars gemels gules. (The words
“dargent,” in the Harl, MS., fhould, no doubt, have been erafed.)

Edmund de HasTiNGs, a Baron. He was a younger son of Henry de Hastings, the
1st Baron by writ of the chief line. He is defcribed as of Inch Mahomo, in Menteith.
Courthope says, “ He probably acquired his Scotch pofleflions by marriage with Ifabella, widow
of an Earl of Menteith, who appears to have been a prifoner in England, in the cuftody of
John de Hastings.”>  (Comp. Palgrave’s Documents, p. 299.) Summ. to Parl. 1299-1313.
Carl. 1300. L. Pope, 1301— Diis de Enchimaholmok.” Ob. c. 1314,s.p. Or,a
maunch gules; a label azure. 'The Harl, MS. has 3 maunches, which is an error. In the

John FirzMARMADUKE, the eldeft fon of M. FitzGeoffry, Lord of Hordene, Durham.
Carl. 1300 (Gules, a fzfs between 3 popinjays argent). L. Pope, 1301. Governor of St. John’s
Town, or Perth, till his death, 1315, Marmaduke de THWENG (who bore Argent, a fefs
gules between 3 popinjays vert - the arms blazoned oppofite—) was a different perfon. Summ.
to Parl. 1307. Ob. 1323. The two are confounded in the Falkirk Roll, and alfo in
Nicolas’s Synopfis of the Peerage, p. 772, as he himfelf allows—Car/. p. 308.

John Grev, Baron of Rotherfield. Succ. 1295, aged 23. Sal. 1297. Carl. 1300.
Ob. 1312.  Regarded by Nicolas as the 1t Baron by writ, but erroneoufly : there was no
fummons to Parliament until 1338.  Barry of 6 argent and azure, a bendlet gules : in glafs
at Dorchefter, Barry of 6 ; elfewhere o/ 8. In the Poem of Carlaverock the bend is defcribed

as engrailed, which feems to be merely an error of the rhymer.

John CanTELUPE. Perhaps the John, of Snitterfield, co. Warwick, who was deceafed
17 Edw. II.  Summ. to Scotland 1298, among the Barons. Azure, 3 leopard’s faces jeflant
fleurs-de-lis or.

The
word “crufelettez’” in the Harl. MS. is an error. Roll B reads rg/es. The pictorial Roll E
afcribes the cinquefoils to Norman Darcy.

Ralph FirzWiLLiam, a Baron. Summ. to Parl. 1295. Carl. 1300. L. Pope,
1301—*Diis de Grinthorp.” Succ to the lordfhip of GrEysTock (which name the family
afterwards aflumed) by virtue of a f{pecial fettlement, 1305. Ob. 1316. Barry (of,12)
argent and azure, 3 chaplets gules.  (‘The proper arms of Greyftock are Gules, 3 lozenges
argent ; but thefe were not affumed.)

The John Paynell, « Diis de Otteleye,”” who
fealed the Letter to the Pope, 1301, bore different arms, and was a different perfon.
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William MARTIN, Baron of Kemys. Succ. 1282. Summ. to Parl. 1295. L. Pope,
1301—* Diis de Cameifo.” Ob. 1325. Argent, 2 bars gules.

Theobald de VErDON, the younger. Summ. to Parl. 1299. Succ. his father, who
was alfo a Baron, 1309. Ob. 1316, f. p. m. Or, fretty gules; a label azure. The label
thews that the fon is referred to.  Either the father or the fon—probably the latter— was
fumm. to ferve againft the Scots, 1298. ‘The father, Theobald de Verdun, « Diis de
Webbele,”” joined in the letter to the Pope, 1301. On the reverfe of his feal are the -
words MY CONSTABVLARII HIBERNIE, referring to an office which he inherited from his
paternal grandfather, Theobald le Butiler, who married Rohefe de Verdon, and afflumed her
furname. The arms of John de Verdon (ob. 1278), as carved and painted at Weftminfter,
were fretty of 8 pieces.

Andrew de AsTLEY, a Baron. Succ. 1264, Summ. to Parl. 1298, Ob. 1300.
Argent, a lion rampant gules, charged on the fhoulder with a cinquefoil of the 1/f.  According
to Roll E (No. 289) “Andreu d’Eftleie’’ bore Azure, a cinquefoil pierced ermine— the

ufual arms.

Sir Alexander LiNpsay. Probably Sir Alexander of Luffnefs, who fucc. 1268, and
who, as one of the Magnates of Scotland, attended the great Council at Brigham, 1289, and
deceafed in 1307. He was the firft of Crawford. Gules, a fefs chequy argent and azure.
The Harl. MS has or and azure, which feems to be incorrect.

King Epwarp 1., 1272-1307. At Carlaverock, as at Falkirk, there were four
batallions, of which the third was under the banner of the King Arms: England.

Thomas Earl of LANCASTER, Steward of England, Earl of Leicefter. Succ. 1296.

Sir John de BARR. From the arms evidently a member of the family of the Count de
Barr, who was an ally of Edward. “ Monsieur John de Bar,” 1300 (Federa, vol. I1.
p. 868). Carl. 1300. Azure, crufily or, 2 barbels endorfed of the laft ; a border indented gules.
In the Poem of Calaverock the border is engrailed—the terms being then fynonymous.

Hugh le DEsPENSER, a Baron., Son and h. of Hugh Defpenfer, 1t Baron by writ,
who was flain at Evetham, 1265. Summ. to Parl. 1295. Carl. 1300. Created Earl of
Winchefter, 1322. Hanged 1326, being nearly go years old. Quarterly argent and gules,
the latter fretty (of 6 pieces) or, a bendlet fable.

Robert de CLIFFORD, a Baron. Succ. 1285, aged 12. Summ. to Parl. 1299. Carl.
1300. L. Pope 1301— caftellanus de Appelby.”” Marfhal of England in 1308. Slain at
Bannockburn, 1314. Chequy or and azure, a fefs gules.

Sir Amaneu de la BRETT. Often mentioned in the Fardera, 128g-1314. Carl. 1300.
Arms: fimply Gules, as borne by the illuftrious French family of Albret.

P. de CuasTiLLON, Mentioned as “ Pointz Sires de Chaftelon, 1299 (Fadera, vol.
IT. p. 834). « Pontz Sire de Chattillion,” 1299 (/b. p. 835). Gules, a caftle or.

The Captal de Buck was the hereditary holder of a fort fituated on a fmall promontory
14 leagues from Bordeaux, now called La Téte de Buch. (Beltz, Memorials of the Garter,
p. 28.)  The captal at this period is not identified : the arms feem to be thofe of Foix—
Or, 3 pallets gules—with the additions of a border fable, bezanty, and a canton ermine—
perhaps referring to Poitou and Britanny. (See No. 8q.)

Park MS. “trois’’ is an error, and so is “dor,” which is struck out.

Richard SywaRrRDp, a Scot.  Summ., as a Baron, to ferve in the Scottifh wars,
1298-99. Carl. 1300. Ob. c. 1310. Sable, a crofs flory (or fleuretty) argent. For “vij,”
in the Wreft Park MS,, read “vn.”

Simon FREsEL, or Frafer.  Having been taken prifoner by K. Edward, an. reg. 23,
he fwore fealty to him.  Summ. to Scotland, amongft the Barons, 1298. Carl. 1300.
Executed 1306. Sable, 6 rofes, 3, 2, 1, argent.

William, called Fluman in the Wreft Park MS., and FitzWilliam in the Harleian copy,
is not identified.  “ Fluman*’ feems to be merely the other name mifcopied. The arms,
Or, a fefs gules, were borne about this time by Colvile, Obehall, and Solers.

Gilbert PecHE, Lord of Brunne, co. Camb. Succ. 1291. Summ, to Parl. 1299.
I.. Pope, 1301—* Diis de Corby.”” Ob.1323. Argent,a fofs between 2 chevrons gules. The
Harl. MS, feems to be erroneous as to both Chriftian name and arms. There was, how-
ever, a Sir Robert Peche, who was fumm. to Parl. in 1321, but never afterwards.

Piers de CuampvENT, or Chavent. Summ. to Parl. 1299. Ob. 1302. Paly
[of 6], argent and azure, a fefs gules.

Sir John de DrokenNEsrorD.  Keeper of the Wardrobe, and afterwards Bifhop of
Bath and Wells, 1309-29. (Fofs, Bisgraphia Juridica.) — Quarterly, or and azure,
(4] rofes counterchanged. Three different coats are attributed to the Bifhop in Bedford’s
Blazon of Epifcopacy, one of them being, Quarterly, azure and or, 4 paftoral flaves counter-
changed. (MS. Afhm. 833) This feems to be either an intentional variation, or an
erroneous defeription of the foregoing.

Sir John de BENESTEDE. Secretary to the K. on his expedition to Flanders, 1297.
Chancellor cf the Exchequer, 33 Edw. I. Keeper of the Wardrobe, 1 Edw. II. A Juftice
of the C.P,, 1309-20. Much employed in Scotland. Ob. 1323 or 24. (Fofs, Biggraphia
Furidica.) The blazon of the Rolls is probably equivalent to . . , a crofs clechée, voided
and pomettée, argent, (fimilar in form to the erofs of the old Counts of Touloufe); but other
arms are attributed to this family of Beneftede, viz. Gules, 3 bars gemels or.  (Cuflans, Hift.
of Hertfordfbire, vol. 11., Hundred of Broadwater, p. 127.) On a Brocket tomb at Wheat-
hampftead the bars (according to the fame book) are only two.

John de HavERING,  Summ. to Parl. as a Baron, 1299, but not afterwards. L. Pope,
1301—* Diis de Grafton.” “No further trace of him is to be found, unlefs he be the
fame with John de Havering, whofe dau. and h. Elizabeth was the wife of Matthew
Befilles, 8 Edw. I1.>—Nicolas.  Argent, a lion rampant, [queue fourchée,) gules, collared or.
On the feal appended to the letter to the Pope the tail is forked. In Roll E, Richard
d’Haveringes (No. 660) bears Argent, a lion rampant, queue fourchée, gules; and Jo.
d’Haveringges (No. 408) a coat altogether different, namely, Azure, on a fefs argent, 3
efcallops gules. !

William de GranpisoN. Summ. to Parl. 1299-1325. Carl.1300. Ob. c. 1335.
Paly [of 6] argent and azure, on a bend gules, 3 eaglets difplayed or.
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Hugh de MorTIMER, Baron of Richard’s Caftle, Succ. 1287. Became of age about
1295. Summ. to Parl. 1299. Carl. 1300. Ob. 1304, f.p.m. Gules, 2 bars vair.

Piers de BorpEAUX, lord of Puy-Paulin, was chief of an ancient family of Bordeaux,
which held there the hereditary office of “beguey,” or “vigier” (vicarius), that is to fay,
provoft. He was fometime (—not, it is prefumed, until after 1298—fee No. 59—) Captal
de Buch.  Having been retained by Edward 1., large arrears of wages due to him were not
paid until early in the reign of Edward III., by which time the captalate had defcended to
the family of Grailly, one of whom was a knight-founder of the Order of the Garter.
(Beltz, Memorials, p. 28.) At a later period it reverted to the houfe of Foix, and was held
by John, Earl of Kendal,in the reign of Henry V1. Or, a greyhound gules, collared fable,
within a border of the laft, bezanty.

Otho de Casa Nova was a magnate of Galfcony, to whom K. Edward wrote from
Port{fmouth, 29 June, 1294, inciting him to aid in the recovery of that province. (Va_/}on
Roil, 22 Edw. 1., m. 11, dorfo.)  “Cafenau’’ and “Saflenau” (for fo the words fhould be
written) are forms of Cafenave, or, as the place is now called, Cazeneuve., ‘The arms are
not intelligibly blazoned.

Simon de MoNTACUTE, a Baron. Summ. to Parl. 1300. Carl. 1300. L. Pope, 1301.
Ob 1316.  Anceftor of the Earls of Salifbury.  Quarterly: i. and iv. Argent, a fofs engrailed
gules: ii. and iii, Azure, a griffin [ufually segreant] or.  One of the earlieft examples of
a quartered coat. At Carlaverock this Baron bore, on banner and fhield, the griffin only,
which is fuppofed to have been the original arms of the family. It was fometimes flatant.
(Planche, Purfuivant of Arms, p. ¢8.) In Roll B (No. 44) William Mountague bears
“dargent ove ung fefle engrele de goules de trois pieces.” The f2fs engrailed was, in faét,
identical with 3 lozenges conjoined in fefs, which appear on Simon’s feal.  (Planché, p. 56.)

John de Rivers.  Summ. to Parl. 1299. Carl. 1300, L. Pope, 1301— J. de
Riparits, Diis de Angre.”>  Ob. 1311.  There is fome doubt as to the arms.  Carl. has
¢« Mafcle [i.e. lozengy] de or et de vermeil.? MS. Cott. Caligula A. xviii., “ De goules
a vj mafcles de or.”>  Roll E., Gules, 6 bzenges or, 3, 2, 1. The feal is loft. .

Walter de TEYE, or Teyes. Summ. to Parl. 1299-1307. L. Pope, 1301—* Difis
de Stangreve.” Ob. 1324, s.p. Or, on a fefs between 2 chevrons gules, 3 mullets of the 1ft.

John de WARREN (or Plantagenet), Earl de Warren, or of Surrey. Succ. 1240, aged 5.
Styled, in various writs between 1282 and 1297, Earl of Surrey and Suffex. Guardian of
Scotland, 1296. Carl. 1300. L. Pope, 1301. Ob. 1304. Chequy or and azure. His
fon John (1304-47) obtained the earldom of Strathern from Edward Balliol.
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Ralph de MonTHERMER. Having mar. the Lady Joan, dau. of K. Edward I.,
and widow of Gilbert de Clare, Earl of Gloucefter and Hertford (qui ob. 1295), he was,
during her life, ftyled Earl of Gloucefter and Hertford, and {fumm. to Parl. by that ftyle
from 1299 to 1306. After her deceafe he never ufed thofe titles, but was fumm. as a
Baron only. Carl. 1300. L. Pope, 1301. Ob. c. 1324. Or, an eagle difplayed vert,
[armed and membered gules.] At Carlaverock he was vefted in his own arms, but his banner
difplayed thofe of Clare.

Robert de VERE, Earl of Oxford, and Chamberlain of England., Succ. 1296. Ob.
1331, Quarterly, gules and or, in the 1/ quarter a mullet argent.

Richard FrrzAran, Earl of Arundel. Succ. as Baron FitzAlan, of Clun and
Ofwaldeftre, and to the caftle and manor of Arundel, 1272, aged 5 years. In 1289 he was
knighted, and reccived the fword of the earldom of Suffex. He was, however (perhaps
through the influence of John Earl de Warren—fee No. g4—not called by that title, but
Earl of Arundel, as his heirs have been ever fince. Carl. 1300. L. Pope, 1301. Ob.
1302.  Or, a lion rampant gules.

Aymer de VALENCE. Succ. his father, William, Earl of Pembroke, 1296, but did not
affume the title until 1 Edward II. ~ Sal. 1297. Carl. 1300. L. Pope, 1301—Diis de
Montiniaco,”” Much employed in Scotland. Ob. 1324, {. p. His tomb remains at Weft-

minfter.  Barry, argent and azure, with martlets in orle, both fans nombre.

Henry de PERcY. Succ. as a Baron, ¢. 1273. Summ. to Parl. 1299. Carl. 1300.
L. Pope, 1301—¢ Diis de Topclive.”” Ob. 1315. Or, a lion rampant azure.

TroMAs DE BERKELEY, 2 Baron. Summ. to Parl. 1295. L. Pope, 1301. Ob. 1321.
Gules, a chevron between [ufually 10] croffes [ patée] argent. Comp. No. 110.

John D’E1vice, a Baron.  Son and h. of John D’Eyvill, a Baron by writ, 1264, and
living in 1270.  The younger John was never fumm. to Parl. Ob. 13..,fipm. Or, a
fefs gules, 6 fleurs-de-lis, 3, 2, 1, counterchanged. 'The arms of John Deyvill are thus
drawn in Roll E, No. 39.

Robert de LA WarDpE. Summ. to Parl. 1299. Carl. 1300. L. Pope, 1301
—“ Diis de Alba aula.”” Ob. 1307. Vairy argent and fable.

Jobn de SaiNt Jonw, fon and h, app. of John de Saint John, Baron of Bafing,
quiob. 1301.  Summ. to Parl. 1299. Carl. 1300. Ob. 1329.  Argent, on a chief gules,
2 mullets [pierced) or. In his father’s arms, as reprefented in glafs at Dorchefter, co. Oxon,
the mullets are of 11 points, and are pierced vert. To the arms of this John fhould be
added a label azure, as at Carlaverock. One John de Saint John, “ Diis de Hannak,”
was a party o the Barons’ letter, 1301.  He fealed without a label.
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William de MorLEY. Summ. to Parl. 1229-1306. The time of his deceafe is not
.mentioned.  Argent, a lion rampant fable, queue fourchée. Robert de Morley, fon of this
Baron, wrongfully took the arms of Nicholas Lord Burnell, which, by royal favour, were
eventﬁally allowed to him for life, in 1346. A curious account of this difpute may be
seen in Pennant’s Tour in Wales.

William le LaTiMER, the younger (whose father is No. 62). Summ. to Parl, 1299.
Succ. his father, 1305. Ob. 1327.  Gules, a crofs patonce or ; a label argent. The Wreft
Park MS. is unaccountably wrong.

John de BEaucHamp, Baron of Hache. Succ. 1283, aged 10, Sal. 1297. Summ,
to Parl. 1299. Carl. 1300. L. Pope, 1301. Ob. 1336. His arms were Vair.

Ralph Prparp. Sal. 1297. Summ. to Parl. as a Baron, 1299. L. Pope, 1301—
“Diis de Linford.”  Ob. 1309. Argent, 2 bars azure, on a canton of the 2nd a cinquefoil
or.  (Roll E, No. 247.)

Hugh Pointz, 1ft Baron. Summ. to Parl. 1295. Carl. 1300. L. Pope, 1301—
“ Diis de Corimalet.”> Ob. 1307. Barry [of 8] or and gules. By coincidence he bore the
fame arms as Brian FitzAlan, No. 30.

Ralph de GrENDON. Summ. to Parl. as a Baron, 1291. L. Pope, 1301. Ob.
1331.  Argent, 2 chevronels gules.

John de Monun, Baron of Dunfter. Succ. 1279, aged about 10. Summ. to Parl.
1299. Carl. 1300, L. Pope, 1301. Ob. 1330. Or, a crofs engrailed fable.

Maurice de BErkELEY, fon and h. app. of Thomas Lord Berkeley (No. 100), is
intended. Carl. 1300. Summ. to Parl. 1308, v.p. Succ. 1321. Ob. 1326. Arms, as his
Sfather's, with a label azure. 'Thomas, Lord Berkeley, (who d. 1321) had three fons in the
field at Falkirk, Sir Maurice, Sir Thomas, and John, then a valet. They are mentioned,
with their father, as in the retinue of Aymer de Valence. Maurice and John loft their
horfes in the battle. (See below.) Maurice, the eldeft, bore at Carlaverock (as at Falkirk),
““a banner red as blood, crufilly, with a white cheveron, and a blue label, becaufe his
father was alive.”” (Carl. ed. Nicolas, p. 59.) All three brothers appear to have been
at Carlaverock—<¢ Li bon frere de Berkelee.”” Thomas bore (according to the Cottonian
MS. Caligula 4. xviii.), “ De goules od les rofettes’de argent e un cheveron de argent”—a
coat which, as borne by his defcendants, the Berkeleys of Wymondham, co. Leic., is
blazoned, Gules, a chevron between 10 cinquefoils argent. John’s arms, according to the
fame MS.) were “ De goules a iii. crois patees de or ¢ un cheveron de argent,” that is
Gules a chevron argent between 3 croffes patee or.
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AppiTioNAL NOTES.

Tue Writ oF 26 Jan. 25 Epw, 1. 1296-7.

In Sir N. Harris Nicolas’s Synopfis of the Peerage under “FitzJohn,” and in
Mr. Courthope’s Hifforic Peerage, under the fame title, there is a long note refpecting this
writ, which (as John Vincent, fon of Auguftine Vincent, Windfor herald, obferves) “can
be no fummons,” i.e. to a Parliament, “ becaufe it is only direted to the Temporality.”

According to Nicolas, it commands the perfons to whom it is addrefled to attend at
Salifbury, on Sunday, the feaft of St. Matthew the Apoftle (i.c. 21 Sept.) next enfuing.

It has been fuggefted that this writ was fupplemented by another writ, dated g Sept. in
the fame year, fummoning the Spiritual Lords and others to meet in London, on the morrow
of St. Michael. 'The queftion is difcufled at fome length by Nicolas; and his extraordinary
view as to the writ of 26 Jan. having poflibly been perfeCted by a later writ, has been
accepted by feveral writers of reputation who have followed him.

Nicolas adds a foot-note to the effect that according to certain tables the feaft of St.
Matthew in 25 Edw. I. fell upon a Saturday, as it appears by calculation that it really did.
It is furprifing that this known difcrepancy did not induce Nicolas or his editor to examine
the writs more carefully.

The writer, having had occafion to look into the matter, has difcovered, what does not
feem to have been previoully fufpscted, namely, that the idea of completion by a later writ
refults from a miftaken reading of the writ of 26 Jan. The meeting at Salifbury was not
appointed for the feaft of St. Matthew (“Mathei*’), 21 Sept., but for that of St. Matthias
(*“ Mathie”’), 24 Feb.

The fuggefted view of the completion of the fummons by the writ of g Sept. con-
szquently falls to the ground. The queftion affects the exiftznce of feveral alleged Englith
Baronies, and the feniority of feveral others,

On Sunday, 24 Feb., an Aflembly, not properly a Parliament, was held at Salifbury,
as appointed. (Parl. Writs, vol. 1. p. 28. Parry, The Parliaments and Councils of England.
London: 1839, 8vo. p. 60.) A Roll of the Arms of the Magnates there aflembled,
containing 94 coats, was copied by Sir Edward Dering, and is printed in Notes and Queries,
5 Feb. 1876. Itis ftyled by Mr. Greenftreet “ the Firft Nobility Roll,”” and is the earlieft
dated Roll of Arms known to exift.

Tue LeETTER oF THE Barons To THE Porg, 1300-I1.

" THis letter, which exifts in duplicate amongft the Public Records, has been printed
frequently.  Copies of both inftruments are in the Appendix to the Fourth Report on the
Dignity of a Peer. The feals which remained attached to one of them in 1624 were
engraved in 1729 for the firt volume of Vetufta Monumenta, and many of them are
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defcribed in an article by Sir N. H. Nicolas, in vol. XX1. of the Archeologia. Theengravings
before mentioned are not altogether accurate, but well executed drawings of the feals, made
in or about 1611 by Nicholas Charles, the herald, are preferved amongft the Cottonian MSS.
(Fulius C. vii. ff. 224-228 b.) A long differtation regarding this remarkable document is
contained in Nicolas’s Synopfis of the Peerage (pp. 761-809, and Add. pp. 27-29). In the
later edition of that work, The Hiftoric Peerage of England, 1857, the learned editor, Mr.
Courthope, exprefles an opinion “that the abfence of all proof-of its having been forwarded
to its deftination, and of its connexion (except as to date) with the Parliament then fitting at
Lincoln, muft render it incapable of ever being received as a proof of fitting in Parliament on
the part of thofe individuals whofe names are thereto attached.” (Preface, p. vi.)

Rorrs oF ARrMs.

One concerns the horfes of bannerets, fimple knights, efquires, and valets attached to
the Houfehold of the King: the other thofe of bannerets and officers of lower rank who
were not of the Royal Houfehold. Thefe documents will be of confiderable intereft to the
hiftorian and the genealogift, efpecially as authentic records of the names of thofe;who took
part in this expedition on the Englith fide, and particularly on the field of Falkirk, where
many of the horfes are ftated to have been killed. The Rolls are alfo interefting, inafmuch
as they fupply feveral dates, and thus far ferve to confirm or correct, fometimes to amplify,
the generally meagre narratives of the contemporary Chronicles.

In the original Rolls each entry occupies one line. The words printed in italics are
ftruck out of the records.  Certain other words are interlined, ufually in place of cancelled
words. Thefe are printed within parenthefes. Words printed in fmaller type are notes,
fubfequently added.

The dates occurring in thefe Rolls are noticed in the Introduction to this volume.
When a date occurs without explanation, it apparently denotes the day on which a horfe
was valued.

Of the horfes mentioned fome are ftyled “dextrarii,” that is, chargers; others
“ runcini,”’ that is, beafts of an inferior kind. Chaucer ufes correfponding words in Englith ;
t“deftrer” for a war-horfe, “rouncy” for a common hackney horfe. The horfes defcribed
as ¢ powis” were of a breed peculiar to Powys-land.

Some of the terms employed to defcribe the colours of the horfes demand a few words
of explanation.? It will be obferved that they occur in various combinations :—

¢ Badius”: bay. ¢ Clarus badius”’ is bright bay.

¢ Bauzain, baucayn,” &c.: parti-coloured, pied. ¢ Baucendus: equus albo et nigro
interftintus.  Bauchant, baucent, bauceant: bipartitum ex albo [et] -nigro,”?
Accordingto Cotgraveand others, “balzan* is “ahorfe that hath a white leg or fpot.”

“ Brunus”’: brown.

“ Doyn*: dun coloured.

“ Favus”: yellow, or reddifh ; French fauve.

THIS Index, being a very important portion of the volume, has been eompiled with speeial
care. Still it is qnite possible that the difficulty of distingnishing between certain letters in the
writing of the period may oecasionally bave led to a surname, or a local name, being ineorreetly
printed. For instanee, ¢ is often not distinguishable in itself from ¢, nor # from u, which is
frequently only a form of ». This last letter has been used throughout in printing, where it is
obviously the letter meant, as in the word ¢ privato.” The letter ¢, nov being dotted in the records,
may have been taken for one stroke of an m, or n, or . A well-known example of the unecertainty
resulting from this style of writing is the various reading in the hymn *“Te Deum,” some copies of
which have in a certain elause “numerari,” others *“ munerari.” As instances of similar ambiguity
in names oceurring in this Index, the following may be specified :—

Hamull, Hanvill, Hauvill, which might also be read in several other ways. From the fact that
in one instance, by eounting the nnmber of the strokes, the name may be read Iawrville, or Hauwille,
and that the solitary oceurrence whieh has been noticed of this form is amidst a number of cases in
which the name may be read Hauville, and that this appears to be merely a form of Hautevtlle, it may
be conelnded that Hauville is the spelling whieh is intended. On page 36 of the present volume
mention is made of a ¢ Galfridus de Hantevile,” and also of a * Galfridns de Hauvile” (misprinted
“Hamule” ), who was clearly a different person. The letter w, where it oceurs, is equivalent in
sound to v. The termination ‘“ wille” is not unfrequent, and the name * Hervey” oecurs spelled
with a w. In the ease of le Ken, or le Keu, the latter form is the eorrcet one, as is proved by
other spellings whieh have been found such as le Qu (1300), and le Cu (1341), as well as by
the alias Cocus. ‘“Botemleyn,” as apparently written, is a name which has given rise to various
speculations. In Carte’s Gaseon Rolls it is printed Botenyleyn and Boteneleyn, so the m is disposed
of, and the word is believed to be Botevileyn. In all doubtful eases cross references are imserted.
The spelling of (lascon names is espeeially uncertain, it being evident that they were written down
from the sound.
