The order followed for this register 
of students at Valladolid is chronological, 
uiz., according to date of arrival at the 
college. Within each group of those who 
arrived on the same day, the order found 
in Records of the Scots Colleges has been 
retained, since no other order less arbi-
trary could now be devised and any 
change would therefore be merely for 
the sake of change; but, from 1903 on- 
wards, viz., that section of the register 
now being published for the first time, 
the order within each group is based, as 
far as possible, on dates of birth. 

The spelling of surnames, especially 
those commencing with "Mac" or "Mc", 
was, until comparatively recent times, 
notoriously inconsistent and variable. In 
this register, an attempt has been made 
to follow, as far as possible, the spelling 
adopted by the individuals themselves, 
especially when writing out the Mission 
Oath; in cases where this last is not 

extant, the form of spelling used is that 
most commonly found in the contem-
porary correspondence.
