Societies raised outside 
of the United States will be established as legal 
entities in their own land and then be affiliated 
with the Clan Henderson Society, Inc. Each 
society will be a member of the Society and the 
leader of each society will serve on the executive 
board; while individual members of the affiliate 
may also apply for membership in the society.  
The Oes Dana will connect on their specialty 
levels. Hopefully, their newsletter editors will 
work together to publish country articles across 
the continents . . . a benefit we can all share. 
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The Internal Revenue Service has ruled that the 
Clan Henderson Society, Incorporated, is a tax-
exempt educational  organization within the 

meaning of 501(c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 
1954. Consequently donations of funds, library books, 
and other property made to the society are deductible 
contributions for the purpose of Federal Income Tax 
Returns.

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We had beautiful fall weather in Georgia at historic 
Stone Mountain Park; the largest exposed piece of 
granite in the world.  Over 10,000 visitors enjoyed 

the Games that included the athletic events, Parade of Tartans 
(over ninety clans represented), Kilted Run, Pipe and Drum 
Band competition, and music/storytelling venues.  The 
Henderson Clan Chief, Alistair D. Henderson of Fordell was 
the 2010 Guest of Honor at the Games.  He and Madam Audrey 
Henderson presided over the parade grounds.  

Although I attended the 
Games for several years, I 
really never did anything 
other than “attend.”  This year 
I decided to do something 
different. A high school friend 
(from the McMillan Clan) 
had been begging me to help 
him on the games organizing 
committee for years, so this 
year I decided it was time to 
“get involved.”  Boy, did I 
have a great time!  

It was fascinating how 
much is involved in putting 
these Games together, but 
the committee had plenty 
of experience and a very 
organized chair.  Most of 
the committee members had 
worked together for over 20 
of the 38 years the Games had 
been at Stone Mountain.  I was 
assigned to my friend’s sub-
committee and told to show 
up Friday before the first day 
and be prepared to work.  
None of the assigned work 
was terribly strenuous and as 
long as you helped out…and it was fun (slackers were spotted 
pretty quickly and were asked to go home).  

On Saturday, I was assigned to help as the liaison with clan 
tents.  We just had to make sure the clans had everything they 
needed or to help out if a problem was mentioned.  Aside from 
occasional yellow jacket swarms, (typical in Georgia during the 
fall…Go Ga. Tech!) they had most everything they needed.  On 
Sunday one of the regular committee members was ill, so I was 
assigned a radio and more responsibility.  I was able to help 
with the Kilted Run (one member of each clan could participate 
if they wore a kilt and ran 1 mile through the pine-forested 
trail adjacent to the clan tents and piping competition), and the 
Parade of Tartans (getting the clans in a line is like herding cats 
who have been into the Scotch).  Sunday night didn’t end until 
almost 9:00 p.m., after all tents were broken down, signage was 
collected and all equipment hauled back to the four storage 

trailers.  What a day…what a weekend!
That wasn’t the BEST part.  I also became much more 

involved with Clan Henderson.  Of course it wasn’t hard, since 
our Chief was the Guest of Honor and we had the prime clan tent 
location.  In the past, I had only been an interloper, occasionally 
going by the tent to mingle with our cousins, participate in 
the walk-about, sign the guest list, and pay my dues.  That 
was about all I had done.  That’s pretty pedestrian actually.  
This time I stayed long enough to get to know the folks that 

really work hard to represent 
our clan.  Most of them 
travel around the country 
each year representing your 
clan to many guests and 
participants of the Games.  
They are genuinely nice folks 
who are easier to engage in 
conversation than one would 
expect from cousins you see 
once a year.  I was able to 
attend the Annual General 
Meeting of the Clan Sunday 
afternoon where we elected 
new officers, and approved 
changes to our constitution 
and bylaws. Our Chief 
awarded special recognition 
medals and certificates to 
outstanding clan members.  
The organization is much 
more than I ever realized.  
Did you know that we have 
a society in Canada and 
soon will have one in South 
America?!  Cool beans! [Ed.
Note: The Clan exists in many 
countries; there is a society in 
Canada and the Clan Society 

is helping establish local societies around the world.]
All told, it was an amazing weekend.  I must confess that 

I’m hooked and will be a more responsible clan member in the 
future.  All it took was a little initiative and once I got into the 
water…it was fine!  What’s it going to take for you?

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The Clan Henderson Society Annual General Meeting 
was held at the Stone Mountain Highland Games in 
Stone Mountain, Georgia.  President Rex Maddox called 

the meeting to order at 3:00 p.m.
The Pledge of Allegiance was given followed by the 

Invocation by Chaplain Fred Sanford.  The minutes of the 2009 
meeting were read and approved as read.

Chief Alistair Henderson of Fordell and his wife Madam 
Audrey and, Chieftain David S. Henderson, were present for 
the meeting. Officers present were President Rex Maddox, 
Vice President Larry Henderson, Membership Secretary Greg 
Schwartz, and Recording Secretary Dottie Henderson having 
already met in executive session, 

In the Treasurer’s absence, the president gave the Treasurer’s 
Report.  As of 24 September 2010, our assets totaled $66,376.85.  
The report was approved.  

Membership Secretary Greg Schwartz gave the membership 
report:

P-Inactive	 591
Deceased	 124
Total:	 3768
The president said that although we gained 120 new 

members, our active membership is down due to non-renewals.
The commissioners present were Doug Henderson, Great 

Lakes; Virginia Broussard, North Central Commissioner; 
and Ellen Bentley, North Pacific Commissioner. They gave 
brief reports on their regions.    Southeast Commissioner Ed 
Hendricks was unable to attend the AGM as he was attending 
an award ceremony where he was to receive The Humanitarian 
of the Year Award from the Georgia Medical Association.

Vice President Larry Henderson announced that the board 
decided to grant $1,000 to the Shadle High School Band in 
Washington State.  This is a part of the Citibank/Traveler’s 
Matching Funds program established by Clan Henderson 
member Christian Garin.  The band has a pipe and drums band 
and Scottish dancers and wears the Henderson tartan kilt. The 
board also decided to give a $500 donation to the Ohio Scottish 
Arts School.

Changes to our constitution and bylaws are necessary in 
response to a request from our Chief for the Clan Henderson 
Society, Inc. to be the administrative arm for Clan Henderson. 
We would also assist organizations to be formed in other 
countries.  These organizations would be established in 
their own manner as would be legal in their country. Each 
country’s organization, would hold a membership in the Clan 
Henderson Society, Inc. They would be recognized as affiliates 
of Clan Henderson Society, Inc. Individuals of an affiliate 
could become members of the Clan Henderson Society, Inc. 
upon submitting their membership and paying annual dues. 
The president said that a society is being started in Scotland 
and he is meeting with some Hendersons in Uruguay and it is 

hoped that a society will be formed there. 
The changes to the bylaws were published in the summer 

issue of the An Canach.  Steven Henderson moved that 
we accept the changes to the bylaws as presented.  George 
Henderson seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

Russ Henderson reported that the Clan Henderson Manual 
has been modified and that there is a section for all aspects of 
the society.  It includes the constitution and bylaws as well as 
a Scottish songbook.  

The president then announced the awards for 2009.  Our 
Chief presented the awards to the recipients that were present.

A New Genealogist for Clan Henderson 
with a New Perspective 

Let me start by letting everyone know I have never been 
much of a writer, but I do have a passion for genealogy. 
Starting on my family history in 1970, it has been a 

labor of love for close to forty years. At any given time I have 
up to a dozen trees in progress. I have worked on  trees all 
over the U.S., but try to stay within the southeastern U.S.

Our Clan Henderson has been very fortunate to have had 
two very fine gentlemen serve as our Clan Genealogists,  
Horace Loftin and Jim Henderson. Both men continue to share 
my passion for genealogy. Jim has opened up a very new side 
of our genealogy program with DNA testing. You can expect 
to hear much more on this in the future. I understand a DNA 
test kit would make a great gift for birthdays and Christmas.

Now, where do we go to next? The Henderson Clan is unlike 
other Clans because we don’t go back to just one ancestor. Our 
families go back to five and possibly more areas of Scotland. 
We have aristocrats, body guards, farmers and others. The 
one thing in common is we are the Sons of Henry. My plan 
is to move the Henderson database to a new host server at 
Ancestry.com. All members in good standing will be able to 
put in your member number and go right to your Family tree. 
By simply clicking you will be able to follow your Henderson 
line back as far as known. http://ancestry.com/tree/21877872/
person/1146479510  (Link to Ancestry Tree).

There will be no charge from Ancestry for viewing all the 
data. You can and I hope you will upload your photos and 
stories. As more stories and photos are uploaded, all of us will 
gain more insight into our families. This database is marked 
as a private tree and the only information a non-clan member 
will see is a name with a birth and death date.  For any family 
information, they will have to contact me. I do plan on inviting 
them to join Clan Henderson to have better access.

I have plans and have already started to add source records 
to your trees. When I have questions, if your e-mail address is 
on my file, you can expect an e-mail from me. There will also 
be a way to send me updates online (hendersongen@bellsouth.
net) or by snail mail.

You will see in the new Ancestry database, some member 
numbers are missing or may be incorrect. If this is the case, just 
send me an e-mail at hendersongen@bellsouth.net.

Now, what do I need from you? First is patience as we try 
to come on board and get up to speed. Next is your help and 
assistance with photos, stories, maps, anything you think the 
family should see or read about.

Next is your continued support of Clan Henderson! Russ 
Henderson puts out one of the best quarterlies of any of the 
Clans. Let’s try to sign up or give a gift membership to those 
cousins, nephew’s nieces, grandchildren and any other relatives 
out there. We need their support to keep going.

And then there is that recognition that genealogy is a living 
breathing history of your family. Weddings, deaths, births, 
adoptions are just as important as finding—as Russ would put 
it—Joseph Barton Henderson's parents; and for your clan to 
survive keeping us in touch helps making all of us a family. 
I should note that Russ has been looking since he was 5—he 
was really happy when Russell Ross Henderson, Jr. showed up 
with a close enough DNA to finally expand the family; and that 
haplogroup has grown since then.

I am also looking forward to conversations with other 
genealogists and family historians  especially in our affiliated 
societies.

Lastly, ideas, ideas, ideas. What do you want to see in your 
Henderson Genealogy? 

On another note, I visited the Odom Genealogy Library 
recently.  I had heard differing accounts of the library where 
our books and family histories are housed, so when I arrived 
unannounced, I was very pleasantly surprised to see a very clean 
and organized research facility for use with a knowledgeable 
staff.  I introduced myself to genealogist Irene Godwin and she 
offered to show me around the library.  Without ranting,  it 
was one of the nicest genealogy libraries I’ve had the pleasure 
of using.  Any stories of our books, family histories or treasures 
being not taken care of were totally dispelled.

 Ms. Godwin told me that they had added on to the library a 
few years earlier and at one time during the remodeling had to 
place some books in piles on the floor.   

This library has all you could hope for.  One room has all 
family records and the books from about 120 Scottish Clans 
that joined with us in putting their books and family histories 
there.  The next room has state and county histories along some 
general history.  There is another rather large room for you to 
sit at a table and spread your material out.  They also have 
computers, scanners, copiers and everything you need to have 
a good hunt.

 My recommendation is that we continue to house our 
material at the Ellen Payne Odom Genealogy Library which 
is a portion of the Moultrie Colquitt County Library located at  
204 5th Street Southeast, Moultrie, GA 31768-4837; (229) 985-
6540.

It’s been suggested that the task of meeting the pastoral needs 
of Henderson Society members is just too widespread to be 
effective.   As Chaplain for over eight years now, I find that 

I can only reach a limited number of people who may wish 
friendly or even spiritual greetings from the Society.    There 
was a time when our board of officers could recognize the 
names of those who were active in the past, who are now 
Flowers of the Forest.    These officers could let the Chaplain 
know of the passing, with some information about the life and 
family of the deceased.   And, I’ve been able to respond with a 
sympathy letter.   However, the members and families are now 
so spread out through the nation that personal information is 
not known by many.

The cover article asks "what is a clan but its people" so there 
is a need for us to be in touch with our member families so they 
will be known, remembered, either in death, or in sadness, or 
accident, or even joys and achievements.   If the opportunities 
for recognition became too great it would tax the time and 
capabilities of a national--or even international Chaplain--to 
respond.    So, the suggestion is that perhaps we could spread 
the duties, maybe among the established regions of the Society, 
and through the commissioners to seek and appoint ministers or 
active lay people of churches to accept a position in the region.  
I could coordinate the program as head chaplain, and report 
our progress to the current president and board of directors on 
a regular basis. Also by taking an interest in our members, our 
family, they will continue to participate if only to have a chance 
to visit with each other. You would have seen that bonding at 
the Stone Mountain Ceilidh at the Keifer's home.

So, what does a chaplain do, beyond what is implied 
above?  One of my duties is to maintain contact with the editor 
of our Clan newsletter, An Canach, and to submit articles to 
the newsletter.  Another is to receive notices of those members 
who die so that a sympathy note can be sent to the family--
providing there is enough information so that it is more than an 
impersonal form letter. Yet another duty would be to recognize 
new Hendersons—either after they are born or marry into our 
clan. Regionally, there would be a greater sense of local care 
and support.   In the long run, our membership would feel a 
greater kinship and elect to remain active in the life of Clan 
Henderson.

A final point, in this rather introductory article, is that a 
chaplain is chosen not to force people into a special religious 
mold, but is one who is sensitive about spiritual needs beyond 
the many denominations.   You may have noticed in past 
articles that I am careful not to show denominational bias, 
because Hendersons are people of various faiths; the approach 
is as neutral as possible, not to weaken religious faith as to 
show the care and love that is expressed in responsible human 
interaction and reliance on Higher Powers of Providence.

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This article was suggested as a response to questions about 
the languages of Scotland. Scotland actually has several 
spoken languages, English,  Gaelic, and Scots. Gaelic is 

spoken by people residing in the highlands and islands, who 
are a only a small minority of Scotland’s population.

It is with considerable difficulty that the language is 
currently being revived. A high school teacher told me that 
the students in her Gaelic class refused to speak anything but 
English, because they thought speaking Gaelic wasn’t “cool.” 
That problem may be due to the loss of native Scots, who leave 
Scotland in search of employment, while simultaneously, land 
in Scotland is purchased by wealthy retired Englishmen, who 
then impose English culture on their Scottish environment.

There is some hope of Gaelic revival though, as evidenced by 
a contemporary feature motion picture production, “SEACHD: 
THE INACCESSIBLE PINNACLE,” which is a Gaelic movie. 
You can find information about this movie on the Internet at 
this web site: www.seachd.com. Also, there are “Mods,” which 
are Gaelic-speaking festivals that are held in Scotland, the 
United States, and Canada.

Many of us enjoy listening to songs being sung in the Gaelic 
language, and there’s an abundance of material to choose from. 
My personal favorite is Karen Matheson, the lead singer for the 
Scottish band, Capercaillie. There are plenty of videos with her 
singing at the YOU TUBE web site.

Scottish, also called Lallans, is the language spoken by 
the majority of Scotland, and it is the official language of the 
Scottish Court. It is the language of Scotland’s revered bard, 
Robert Burns. At the web site of Robert Burns, you’ll find 
English translations of Scottish words, www.robertburns.org/.

Have you ever been to a Kirkin’ o’ the Tartan? “Kirk” is 
the Scottish word for “Church.” A “Kirkin’ o’ the Tartan” 
is a church service where the clans are blessed. It’s a ritual 
that actually originated in the United States, begun by Peter 
Marshall, Chaplain to the United States Senate. He used it for 
the ceremony when the officers of the St. Andrew’s Society 
were installed. [Actually, a Henderson set the ceremony.] 

Before I begin responding to questions regarding specific 
Gaelic or Scottish terms, I want to recommend another web site, 
The Blood Is Strong, a truly enlightening forum for discussing 
all things Scottish, at www.thebloodisstrong.com/.

Now, I’ll try and address the specific words I’ve been asked 
about.

AN CANACH:  Pronounced, “Ahn Khan-nock,” it literally 
means, “The Cotton,” and our clan’s newsletter has this name 
because of the cottonseed grass, which grows wild in the area 
around our ancestral homelands in Glencoe, Scotland.

Originally, clans were NOT distinguished by the tartan, 
but by the plant they wore attached to their cap. Thus, the 
manly men of Clan Henderson, which in the Highlands would 
have been called, Clann Mac Eanruig, wore a small sprig of 
cottonseed on their bonnet.

SGIAN DUBH:  Pronounced, “Skeen Doo,” it means, 
“Black Knife,” because it normally is carried concealed, and it 
is a weapon of last resort. But, when visiting a fellow clansman, 
courtesy required that swords, dirks, targes, and firearms be 

left outside. Still, when sleeping at night, every man needed to 
be armed with SOMETHING, because the doors didn’t have 
locks. Thus, the small concealed knife, being a weapon of last 
resort, was then placed in the top of one’s hose or boot, thus 
being in plain view for all to see.

CEILIDH:  Pronounced, “Kay-Lee,” it means, “Social,” and 
it’s generally a hearty party, with music, dancing, joking, food, 
drink, fist fights, and broken windows. (No, I’m joking, of 
course!) But, seriously (can anyone REALLY be serious about 
a ceilidh?), it’s a great opportunity for everybody to show off 
their amateur talents, and just plain have fun!

CEUD MILE FAILTE:  Pronounced, “Kooud-Meal-lah-
Fahl-cha,” it means, “One Hundred Thousand Welcomes!” 
in the Gaelic language, and it’s the same in both Scotland and 
Ireland.

FAILTE:  Pronounced, “Fahl-cha,” it means, “Welcome!” or 
“Greeting!”

SLAINTE:  Pronounced, “Slawn-jah,” it means, “Health,” 
and is universally a favorite Gaelic toast in both Scotland and 
Ireland. It is also used to bid farewell.

KILT:  A Gaelic word meaning, “to tuck,” which is derived 
from the Old Norse word, “Kjalta,” due to Norse settlers who 
wore a similar garment, but without the tartan pattern.

BREACAN AN FHEILIDH:  Pronounced, “Brick-ahn-Ahn-
Fail-Ee,” it means, “Belted Plaid.”

FEILEADH MOR:  Pronounced, “Fail-Ee-Moor,” it means 
“Great Plaid.”

FEILEADH BEAG:  Pronounced, “Fill-Ah-Beck,” it is the 
“small kilt,” also known as a “walking kilt,” which most of us 
wear today.

GHILLIE:  Pronounced, “Gill-lee,” it means “Lad” or 
“Servant.” The original ghillies were attendants for the chief 
of the clan, and later, the word referred to game wardens in 
hunting or fishing preserves. Yes, “Ghillies” are a lace up 
Oxford style shoe, with holes to allow drainage when wading 
across streams. Today, a Ghillie suit is a large leafy style 
camouflage cover worn by military sniper teams.

DERBHFINE:  Pronounced, “Dur-ba-vinn”(?), it is a special 
meeting of clan chieftains and leaders gathered to select a clan 
commander or a clan chief. A search of the Internet reveals 
that the Lord Lyon has outlined specific guidelines for such 
meetings.

Many Gaelic words are now part of the English language, 
and you may be speaking Gaelic without even realizing it.

For instance, how often do you greet someone with, “Hello”? 
That is from the Gaelic greeting, “Hallo”.

Do you ever “glom” onto something? That’s the Gaelic word 
for “take” or “steal.”

I found a whole list of Gaelic words being used in 
contemporary English language in an old issue of “READER’S 
DIGEST” magazine, but unfortunately, when I recently moved 
from Washington, D.C. to Gulfport, Mississippi, I lost that list.

So, now you have my expert opinion, even though I’ve 
never been to Scotland, and grew up with no knowledge of 
Scottish heritage.

Several web sites have announced the first female 
winner Faye Henderson of Kirriemuir, Scotland, 
became history’s first female winner of the Highland 

Society of London Gold Medal.  She followed in the footsteps 
of her mother and father as a piper.  Her father, Murray, had 
won the award 30 years before in the competition at Oban, 
Argyllshire.  Here mother, Patricia and another woman 
were the first women to play in the competition back in 1974. 

She had previously competed for the Silver Medal last year, 
and winning the Gold Medal this year made her, at 18 years 
old, one of the youngest competitors. Even more spectacular, 
she won in her first year of competition for the award which is 
one of the top medals that a piper can win.
