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PREFACE.

HERALDRY, the art or science of blazoning or describing in

appropriate technical terms coats of arms and other Heraldic and

Armorial insignia, was largely employed during the feudal ages to

display the exploits of chivalry, and to reward as well as com-

memorate its triumphs over oppression and -violence. But the

system is of very ancient origin, long antedating the Christian era.

We can trace it back to the Jewish tribes ; and subsequently we find

it in a more elaborate form in the leading families of Greece and

Rome, who have distinguishing symbols, illustrative of, or pertaining

to, deeds of valor or merit performed by their ancestors.

In its modern sense, however, the Heraldic art dates from the

lime of the Crusades, and was reduced to its present perfect system

by the French. During the period mentioned, amid the imperfec-
tions of uncultivated eloquence and a general ignorance of written

language, the ensigns of Heraldry were peculiarly significant.

They addressed the imagination by a more direct channel and in

a more striking manner than words ; while at one glance they re-

called the most important events in the History of persons, families

and nations. Their immediate relations to war and to the honorable

distinctions arising from it, connected them with the deeds and

manners of former times. Exhibited on the shields and vestments

of warriors, they also adorned the most splendid apparel of peace ;

and were often transferred to more durable materials, to perpetuate
the memory of those who bore them. They formed the chief orna-

ments in the palaces of the great, were chosen by artists of various

professions to embellish their respective works, were set up in courts

of judicature, and impressed on the public money. Thus, to the

utmost extent of their application, did Armorial Bearings become
the symbolical language of Europe.

It was not until the time of the Crusades that the Crest or

cognizance was generally adopted. Originally the crest was an

ornament chiefly worn by Kings, Knights, and warriors. It was
made either of feathers, wood, leather, or metal, and secured by the

wreath, a parti-colored fastening, consisting of the principal metal

and color of the shield entwined. At first these badges were placed
on the summit of the helmet, to render them more plainly visible, or

on the arm
; but in later times were transferred to the shield or

armor. The crest served to distinguish the bearers in battle, and as

a mark for their followers or supporters. Being no longer thus borne,
the art of the painter, sculptor, or engraver must be had recourse to,

gracefully and peacefully to represent on the precious metals, on

wood, canvas, stone, paper, or other material, what was more hidely
and terribly displayed in the times of the past. Armorial Bearings
may be, and frequently are, rendered with a view to general efifect.
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so as to present an elegant appearance, and thus please unscientific

observers. This practice merits the severe censure of historic truth,

which requires that they be rendered with such minute care and

precision as to satisfy those who are skilled in the science, and who

demand not pictorial prettiness, but that exactness of detail which

helps so materially in describing, in emblazoning, and in gleaning

from their frequently obscure allusions, information as to the char-

acter and exploits of those to whom they were originally granted.

In the ages of the past, the Crest enjoyed the place of honor,

in many cases being the sole bearing, and by one of those coincidences

so frequently met with, the same place appears by general consent

to be again assigned to it.

An erroneous idea is entertained by some that Heraldic symbols
denote an aristocratic or exclusive class, and are undemocratic in their

origin and permanency. On the contrary, these badges of distinction

were the reward of personal merit, and could be secured by the

humblest as well as the highest. They are to-day the testimonials

and warrants of bravery, heroism, and meritorious deeds of our

ancestors ;
and they appeal to the pride of the intelligent and en-

lightened descendants of these distinguished families, as the valiant

deeds and self-sacrificing acts of contemporary persons would to their

posterity.

Many of these devices, as in heraldic designs among all peoples,

were bizarre and fantastic, though founded on some fact or tradition

pertaining to the bearer or his ancestors. Some of them are so

remote as to be lost in the mists of antiquity; while others are of

comparatively modern origin.

Edmund Burke profoundly remarks that a man who is not proud

of his ancestry will never leave after him anything for which his

posterity may be proud of him. And as the honors of Heraldry have

almost exclusively been the rewards of genius, valor, patriotism, and

industry, they should be a continued stimulus to the descendants ot

those who bore them, to impart to the names additional lustre, and

to the symbols the virtue and worth with which they are so largely

imbued.

We indulge the hope that an interest in Heraldic science may
increase, that parents, instructors of youth, and the leaders in the

progress of modern endeavor may give it the place to which it is so

eminently entitled, and that instead of its being found to interest

only the scholar, the artist, or the antiquary, it may become a house-

hold study, exercising that educational and moral influence which its

literature and symbolism are intended to convey. Then shall the

youth of the land fear to belie their motto, or to bring a stain on

their escutcheon ; then shall we prove to the nations of the earth that

the age of chivalry has not departed, and that in the march of

progress we still preserve that sense of honor and ancestral pride that

is the best heritage of a happy and enlightened people.
