The enclosed collection of family trees and photographs is intended

to depict the families that originally populated White Cross, North

Carolina and built the Antioch Baptist Church.

Using 25 to 30 years as an average time separating each generation,

most of the families trace their ancestors of White Cross back 200

years. Many of the families are found among the original members of

the Haw River Mountain Church on Collins Mountain, which later be-

came Antioch Baptist Church in 1830.

Until fairly recently, the White Cross Community was thought of by its

population as having smaller local communities within itself, because

travel was by horse and buggy and mule and your neighbors were the

people you knew, courted, married, and with whom families were

constructed.

Fifty percent of the family names on the census records 150 years ago

are found today in the same community. I know of no community as

close knit and as caring of one another as this.

There are bound to be misspellings and other errors in this

documentation, so please make corrections in your book, as needed.

Earlier this year, Atwater was rec-

ognized as the Navy Chaplain Corps'

"Gray Shepherd" the designation ac-

corded to "that chaplain with the ear-

liest effective date of appointment

among the captains on active duty,

not having been retired/retained."

A native of Chapel Hill, N.C., At-

water received a bachelor's degree

from Mars Hill College in 1970, a

master of divinity from Southeastern

Baptist Theological Seminary in

1973 and a second master's degree

from Salve Regina College in 1990.

Atwater was also a "distinguished

graduate" of the Naval Chaplains

School's Advanced Course in 1986,

and was designated a "Master Train-

ing Specialist" by the Chief ofNaval

Education and Training in 1989.

Active for seven years as a pastor

in the Southern Baptist Convention,

Atwater served two churches in

North Carolina—Pleasant Grove in

Green Mountain, N.C., and Mc-
Duffie Memorial in Chapel Hill

—

before entering active duty.

During his second pastorate, At-

water was involved in ministry to

graduate students at University of

Chapel Hill and Duke University, and

also served a volunteer fire depart-

ment in several capacities including

assistant chief, training officer, ex-of-

ficio chaplain and a member of their

board of directors.

After completing the Naval Chap-

lains School Basic Course in 1975,

and spending a year with the Naval

Reserves, Atwater began his active

duty career in 1976 with the Fleet Re-

ligious Support Activity, Norfolk,

Va., where he served as a "circuit-rid-

ing" chaplain for amphibious ships,

destroyers and service ships on suc-

cessive deployments.

Atwater's assignments included

tours as wing chaplain at the Second

Marine Air Wing; director of Plans.

Programs and Professional Devel-

opment for the Chief of Chaplains;

force chaplain for the ChiefofNaval

Education and Training; and head of

Chaplain Program Development at

the Naval Education and Training

Professional Development and Tech-

nology Center. Prior to joining the

NAS Pensacola staff, Atwater served

as the director of the Naval Chaplains

School in Newport, R.I.
